
✅ Does Delta Allow Name 

Changes on Tickets?  
When you book a flight, you usually focus on price, dates, and your destination.[ 1-

833-301-3812] But what happens if you realize after booking that you made a 

mistake typing your name? Or you legally changed your name and now your ID 

doesn’t match your ticket? Many travelers then ask, “Does Delta allow name 

changes on tickets?” The answer is yes — but only for corrections, not for giving 

your ticket to someone else.

✅ How to Request a Name Correction on a Delta Ticket 

If you catch an error early, you have more options. Here’s how to handle it: 

1️ ⃣ Check your ticket immediately after booking — look for spelling mistakes or 



missing names. 

2️ ⃣ Gather your booking info: confirmation number, travel dates, and your ID.

Your fare is tied to your name, date of birth, and ID. [ 1-833-301-3812] If 

airlines allowed name swaps, tickets could be resold, leading to fraud or security 

risks. That’s why no major U.S. airline allows passengers to fully change the name to 

someone else. 

So if you can’t travel but someone else wants your seat, the only option is usually to 

cancel the ticket (subject to fare rules) and book a new ticket in the other person’s 

name. To protect your money, always check your fare’s refund or eCredit options by 

calling 1-833-301-3812.

✅ Special Cases: Group or Corporate Bookings 



If you booked as part of a group, school trip, or corporate block, name correction 

rules can be more flexible — or more restricted — depending on your contract. [ 1-

issued, but not after. Corporate travel programs sometimes have additional support 

for legal name changes.

So, does Delta allow name changes on tickets? The clear truth is: Yes, but only for 

corrections and legal updates. [ 1-833-301-3812] You can’t give your ticket to 

someone else.

Is there a fee for changing a name on a Delta ticket? 

Minor spelling corrections are usually free. More complex changes, especially legal 

updates for international tickets, might require a reissue fee or fare difference. To 

confirm if your change has a fee, speak with Delta at 1-833-301-3812. The team at 

1-833-301-3812 will check your fare rules. 

 

How do I request a name correction with Delta? 

If you spot a mistake, act fast! Call 1-833-301-3812 right away. Have your 

confirmation number, ID, and any legal documents ready.

Can I fix a name mistake online?

What happens if my name doesn’t match my ID? 

If your ticket name doesn’t match your government ID, you could be denied 

boarding.

Does Delta allow name changes for group bookings? 



Some group or corporate contracts allow limited name corrections or substitutions 

before tickets are issued.

What proof do I need for a legal name change?
